We are at the end of the 2021 Ennis Bluebonnet Season. Most bluebonnets 

have gone to seed or the grasses have overcome them. Thank you for 
coming to see us this season, and we will see you again in 2022. 

 
 
SOUTH DRIVING TRAIL is last known trail with some flowers but not for 
long.  We are no longer tracking the status and trail signs are being 
removed.  
Drive south on IH-45 to Hwy 85 (Exit #249).  Go east (L) on Hwy. 85 and turn 
(L) on Mach Rd., (R) on Walker Creek Rd and (L) on Creechville Rd/ Hwy 
1181 and return to Ennis. (Flowers have peaked and are faded.) 
Off the beaten path field off South Trail: 726 Zmolek Rd, off Hwy 85, about 2 
miles down from Hwy 85 on the left. 
 
(West (PARKS) Trail):  
 
Meadow View Nature Area (F), 1901 Laneview, is open to vehicle traffic  
until May 9.  The flowers have peaked, and there are other flowers there 
now such as the pink primrose (buttercups).
